EHR 1 year anniversary...

Memorial Hospital of Lafayette County im-
plemented their second step in electronic
health records with HMS on March 31st,
2009. This implementation included Com-
puterized Documentation and an Electronic
Medication Administration Record. Comput-
erized documentation allows staff to record
patient’s care through a patient care com-
puter program from HMS. The
HMS computer program re-
quired MHLC to have a clinical
application specialist build
computer documentation forms
based on previous paper docu-
mentation. Once the forms
were built they were reviewed
by supervisors and staff and <
changes were made as

needed. The HMS computer

program allows the clinical ap-

plication specialist to continually adapt the
forms in order to provide the best possible
up to date patient care. Patient information
remains confidential but is easily accessible

g
' medication administra-
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to all medical staff that is responsible for
patient care. Our Medical Providers are
also able to view patient information on the
computer instead of the old paper charts.
Computerized documentation enforces a
multidisciplinary approach to patient care,
improving the continuity of care provided at
MHLC. Electronic Medication Administration
was also implemented
on March 31st, 2009.
Electronic Medication
Administration allows
staff to document their

tion on the computer.
The HMS Electronic
Medication Administra-
tion Record provides
extra safety checks
when administering
medication, such as required double signa-
tures for high risk medications, allergy audit-
ing and automatic drug reaction monitoring.
MHLC is looking forward to implementing

the next step in Electronic Medication Ad-
ministration which will be the bar coding
process of medication administration. In the
bar coding process, patient’s medications
will be kept locked up in the patient rooms.
A nurse will have to scan the medication and
scan the patient name band in order to ad-
minister medication. This system will not
allow a medication to be administered
unless all information matches between the
medication ordered and the patient. This is
yet another safety check that MHLC be-
lieves is the right thing to do for our patients.
MHLC is fortunate to have a great team of
health care workers that have cooperated to
make the implementation process as
smooth of a process as possible. It has
been a learning curve for all MHLC staff and
medical providers, but all are doing a fantas-
tic job. MHLC has adopted the HMS elec-
tronic health record system in order to pro-
vide the best care to our patients. At MHLC
our mission is Caring...Quality...Life, We
take it personally.
