Entrance Alerts... 
In efforts to protect our patients, 
community and staff from the 
H1N1 virus, Memorial Hospital of 
Lafayette County (MHLC) is sug-
gesting limited visitation with 
inpatients, including the restric-
tion of all children under the age 
of 18.   MHLC is also suggesting 
limited visitation for all people in 
the high risk group for H1N1, 
such as pregnant women, other 
health care workers, those who 
live with or care for those under 

6 months old, and people 18-64 
with chronic medical conditions.  
Entrances to the hospital for 
visitors are now limited to the 
main entrance and through the 
Emergency room.  Visitors may 
be screened at those entrances 
for signs and symptoms of any 
illness.    
Memorial Hospital is also sug-
gesting that anyone with flu 
symptoms, consult their medical 
provider before seeing a Special-

ist Physician here at MHLC.   
In the event that you are seeking 
medical attention due to the flu, 
please use only the Emergency 
Room entrance where proper 
precautions will be provided.
